GRANT HALL OF ACHIEVEMENT

Four well-known figures
are the first inductees in
the Alumni Association’s
newly formed Hall of
Achievement for U.S.
Grant High School in Port-
land, Oregon, which will
honor "Five Star Gener-
als."

The four are Colton
Meek, one of several inspi-
rational principals and who
came to Grant in the for-
ties; Beverly Bunn Cleary
‘34 and famed author of
many children's books and
recipient of literary awards;
and two members of the
class of 1953--Astronaut
and Air Force honoree
Gordon Fullerton; and for-
mer cabinet member, en-

ergy consultant, and evan-
gelist Don Hodel. All are
living except for Meek who
died in 1974 at age 82.
The idea for the honor-
ing of outstanding alumni
and faculty resulted in the
announcement last year
that the first and honorary
inductee would be Ulysses
S. Grant himself, whom
historians have re-
assessed as a man of spe-
cial character and integrity,
the first president to travel
the world, and the author
of a military history un-
equalled in modern times.
Inspiration came from
the school's Athletic Hall of
Fame with the realization
that Grant graduates have

left lasting marks in many
fields of endeavor, and
should be recognized to in-
spire today's students in the
Grant spirit of doing one's
best and always striving for
excellence with integrity, as
embodied in the General.
With many other qualified
candidates available, future
selections may include
lesser known Grantonians
whose accomplishments
may be unseen by the multi-
tude but yet have strength-
ened the fabric of society
with their lives.

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The fourth annual pro-
gram to honor Grant ath-
letes will be held in the
school’s auditorium on
Monday, October 15. The
free program is open to the
public, and all interested
persons are invited. This
year 13 men and women
from General teams will be
honored for outstanding
achievement.

This will be the first time
that an entire team will be
recognized, although indi-
viduals on the team will not
be inducted into the Grant
Athletic Hall of Fame. The

trip to Alaska. After his
internship he returned to Alaska to work at the Indian
Health Service Hospital in the village of Tanana on the
Yukon River. More studying followed but Mike re-

turned to Alaska again in 1977 to practice in Fair-
banks. He became an active community member and
a beloved member of the medical society. An oncolo-
gist, Mike was instrumental in and the founding direc-
tor of the Fairbanks Cancer Treatment Center.

After Mike’s unexpected passing in April 2011,
there was overwhelming sentiment that the center be
renamed in his honor. In July 2011 the center that
Mike had been such a part of was renamed the J. Mi-
chael Carroll Cancer Center. Mike’s widow Ginger,
also class of ’62, said at the time, “| don’t think he real-
ized what an impact he had. He was just a gentle man
doing what he loved.”

The alumni association received an anonymous
$500 donation in honor of Dr. Carroll which was to be
shared with our 2012 scholarship recipient.

This has become an annual fall event and is always a
good time!

The Alumni Association has raised over $3000 for
the Piano Restoration Project to date. Working with
Chris Lane in the Drama Dept. and Classic Pianos -
the piano has been retuned and revoiced. Some loose
case parts were repaired and one key top replaced. In
addition a new piano cover has been purchased to
protect the piano and help avoid extreme temperature
changes. That work totaled $545. The goal is to raise
an additional $12,000 to complete the restoration of
the instrument. Work still to be done includes the fol-
lowing:

- a complete ‘belly’ rebuild including new strings, pin
blocks, tuning pins, reconditioning of the sound board
and bridge. Est. Cost $8500.00.

- action rebuild including new hammers, shanks and
flanges, regulation and key tops. Est. cost $4500.00.
